FINISHING INSTRUCTIONS

1. To prevent damage from ultraviolet rays, use quality, exterior grade acrylic latex coatings. NOTE: Acrylic latex products have superior ad-
hesion over plain latex finishes. Coat the entire column shaft, capital, and base. A minimum of one (1) primer coat and one (1) finish coat
should be applied prior to installation.

2. Do not paint using dark colors (dark colors are considered any color that falls within the L values of 56 to 0). L is a measure of the lightness
of an object, and ranges from 0 (black) to 100 (white).

3. Paints, while usually dry to the touch in hours, may take several days to thoroughly cure. The column should be protected from contact
during this curing process.

4. Always follow the paint manufacturer's instructions.
